He is
currently working in the same field.

Suratha has created a variety of tools for Tamil
input in computers. His Unicode converter
help transcode Tamil information created in
multitude of non-standard encoding methods
such as Mylai, Bamini, Amutham and all transi-
tion standards such as TSCIl, TAB and TAM. His
javascript-based web utility pongutamil help
input in Unicode format for those who only
know Bamini, Anjal or other romanized input

methods. The romanized input methods help
lower the barrier in using Tamil in computers.

Futher, Suratha's HTML conversion utility is
very useful in convenrting old, non-standard
encoded hypertext files to Unicode encode
with minimal effort. Surtha has also created a
Tamil input based search engine yarldevi. His
recent work on Tamil text to speech program
is also worth a mention.
